In concert, Christopher has sung at the Royal Festival Hall, Birmingham Symphony Hall, Cadogan Hall,
Queen Elizabeth Hall, BBC Proms, and Concertgebouw Amsterdam, with London Mozart Players‚
King’s College Choir, London Sinfonietta, Philadelphia Orchestra, Berlin Rundfunkorchester,
Cleveland Orchestra, London Symphony Orchestra, Northern Symphonia, English Concert, Tokyo
Symphony, and others. On CD/DVD‚ he recorded the title roles of Albert Herring and The Martyrdom of St
Magnus‚ roles in Billy Budd‚ The Beggar’s Opera‚ Peter Grimes‚ A Midsummer Night’s Dream‚ King Priam‚ Il
Ritorno d’Ulissse in Patria‚ and operas by Oliver Knussen and Tan Dun. He has filmed Britten’s The Journey of
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the Magi with Pierre Audi‚ directed A Midsummer Night’s Dream at University of Illinois and has written several
book.
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
