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Frode Olsen’s current and future projects include the role of HAMM in Kurtag’'s Fin de Partie at
Elbphilharmonie Hamburg, Kélner Philharmonie, BBC Proms, MiUpa Budapest and Oper Dortmund, and
the role of NANSEN in the new opera Fram for Den Norske Opera Oslo. He sang the world premiere of Fin
de Partie at Teatro alla Scala, and revivals at the Opéra de Paris, De Nederlandse Opera and Opera Ballet
Vlaanderen Antwerp.
